1. The answer is c. According to 35.75, member of public can get 500 mrem and according to 10 CFR Part 20, member of the public can get 100 mrem (exclusive of exposure received from proximity to radioactive patients). Thus 500 + 100 = 600 mrem.

2. False, they can both receive the same dose if the female does not declare her pregnancy.
3. True. An individual can only receive 100 mrem from this exposure, while they can receive 500 mrem from a patient. Therefore, NRC must consider the latter radiation safer.
4. False, since they are both allowed to get the same dose, if the pregnancy is not declared.
5. This answer is both True and False. False, as most licensees depend heavily on the guidance documents. It is however also True, since in truth most licensees don't need these documents, given the abundance of alternate literature sources for help.
